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FULL BOTTLES VER3SUS Z24PTY B0TTLES
(Porcelain bottles only)

No. 1. Whiskey is like Wine, if you do not store the bottle on
its side, the cork will dry out and shrink letting air
into the bottle. There zoes your wnisxey. It has been
experienced that when a bottle is 5 or 6 years old the
Thiskey will have gone bad or evavorated out in 30% to 40%
of those bottles. 7 to 8 years old - 40% to 50% will have
Zone bad and so on.

No. 2. The weight of all those full bottles on your shelves can
also cause a lot of havoc. A full bottle weighs so much
more than an empty one.

No. 3. How for the reason why you are taking the risk of ruining
the bottle by leaving it full.

Forcelain bottles are not desizned to store whiskey,
porcelain is 2 porous material, the only thing that keeps
the contents in the bottle is the rfact that they have
beesn glazed on the inside with a tnin coat of glass.

Porcelain, because it is a porous material, will expand

and contract with temperature cnanges causing the glaze

on the inside to crack. This is called crazinz. You have
Seen old plates a.d vases with fine hair line cracks

all over trem, that is crazing. The weight of the contents
will compound the problem amd can cause the bottle to
become a leaker or cerack the bottle.

There are thousands of bottles that do not have a good
glaze job and nundreds have beesn ruined because they

were left full. They can become a leaker or crack anytize
from the day they are filled to IS5 or =mora years later,
